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Lesson Plan
Topic: Sustainability and Art: Creating with Respect for the Environment
Grade: 2nd Grade of Middle School (approx. 13-14 years old)
Duration: 2 teaching hours
1. Learning Objectives
Cognitive Objectives
Students will be able to:
· Understand the concept of sustainability and the importance of environmental protection.
· Learn about the use of recycled and reusable materials in art.
· Become familiar with artistic practices that promote sustainability (eco-art, land art).
Skills
· Develop creative thinking and imagination.
· Cultivate artistic skills.
· Collaboration and teamwork.
· Ability to visually communicate messages.
Attitudes and Values
· Enhance environmental awareness.
· Adopt responsible attitudes towards the environment.
· Develop respect for nature.
2. Thematic Focus
The lesson focuses on connecting art with sustainability through:
· Recycling and reusing materials in artistic creation.
· Eco-art: artworks with environmental messages.
· Land art: creating works with natural materials in the natural environment.
· Visual communication of environmental messages through a poster or construction.

3. Teaching Procedure
1st Teaching Hour
1. Motivation (10 minutes)
· Project images of eco-art and land art works.
· Discussion with questions such as:
· "What materials do you observe?"
· "What message do you think the work conveys?"
· "How is art connected to environmental protection?"
2. Introduction to the Concept of Sustainability (5 minutes)
· Brief presentation of the concept of sustainability.
· Connect to students' daily lives.
3. Presentation of Artistic Techniques (10 minutes)
· Explain the terms eco-art and land art.
· Discuss the use of recyclable materials.
4. Planning the Artwork (20 minutes)
· Students are divided into groups.
· Each group plans an artwork (poster or 3D construction) on the theme of sustainability.
· Create a draft and record the materials to be used.
2nd Teaching Hour
5. Creating the Artwork (30 minutes)
· Students realize their work using recyclable materials such as:
· Paper and cardboard
· Plastic bottles
· Bottle caps
· Fabrics
· Natural materials (stones, leaves, branches)
6. Presentation and Discussion (10 minutes)
· Each group presents its work.
· Students explain the message and the materials they used.
7. Reflection (5 minutes)
· Discussion with questions:
· "What did you learn from today's activity?"
· "How can art contribute to environmental protection?"
4. Cross-curricular Connections
· Geography: Environmental problems and natural resources.
· Technology: Reusing materials.
· Language Arts: Creating slogans and descriptions of the works.
· Social and Civic Education: Active citizenship.
5. Assessment
Formative Assessment
· Participation in discussion.
· Collaboration in groups.
· Creativity in planning.
Final Assessment
The evaluation of the works can be based on the following criteria:

6. Educational Materials and Means
· Recyclable materials (paper, plastics, caps, etc.)
· Natural materials (stones, leaves, branches)
· Scissors, glues, markers
· Projector or interactive whiteboard
· Cardboard for posters
7. Extension – Enrichment
· Organize a school exhibition of the students' works.
· Create a permanent installation in the school grounds.
· Collaborate with local agencies or environmental organizations.
· Digital presentation of the works (e.g., Padlet or school website).
8.  Learning Outcomes
Upon completion of the lesson, students will be able to:
· Explain the relationship between art and sustainability.
· Create artworks using recyclable materials.
· Visually communicate environmental messages.
· Adopt attitudes of responsible environmental behavior.
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
